Responsibilities will include accompanying speakers to their seminar rooms, briefly introducing them, staying for
their presentation, taking a count of attendees, panel facilitation, completing an evaluation of the speaker’s
presentation, and thanking them when they finish. Requires full day commitment (8:30 am - 3:00 pm).
