Registration

Responsibilities include checking in schools and selling tickets to the general public. Teachers are provided with wrist
bands for their students in advance of the event, however teachers are expected to check in and are provided with a
Teacher’s Pass. These passes are required to be returned at the end of the day. Tickets and cash are balanced after each
shift.

Ambassador

Responsibilities include patrolling the venue with the Winnipeg Convention Centre staff, providing directions, encouraging
good behavior, visiting with exhibitors, checking for wristbands/badges and reporting any issues to the Winnipeg
Convention Centre security staff. Must be over 18 years of age and should be able to walk or stand for up to 3 hours.
Over 100 ambassadors are required.

Information Booth

Responsibilities include helping attendees find specific booths and speaker sessions.

Speaker Hosts

Responsibilities include accompanying speakers to their seminar rooms, briefly introducing them, staying for their
presentation, taking a count of attendees, panel facilitation, completing an evaluation of the speaker’s presentation, and
thanking them when they finish. Requires full day commitment (8:30 am - 3:00 pm).

Exhibitor Lounge Hosts

Responsibilities include making the exhibitor lounge welcoming and inviting for exhibitors, welcoming each exhibitor and
providing them with the refreshments available. The Exhibitor Lounge Hosts shift begins at 7:00 am both days in order to
prepare for the 8:00 am exhibitor arrival; this includes making coffee and ensuring all supplies are put out.
